英  语
（征求意见稿）
Ⅰ.考试性质
普通高等学校招生全国统一考试是为高校招生而进行的选拔性考试。高等学校根据考生的成绩，按已确定的招生计划，德、智、体全面衡量，择优录取。因此，高考应有较高的信度、效度、适当的难度和必要的区分度。

英语科考试是按照标准化测试要求而设计的。
II．考试内容与要求

根据普通高等学校对新生文化素质的要求，依据教育部颁布的《普通高中英语课程标准（实验）》，参照教育部2008年颁发的《普通高等学校招生全国统一考试大纲（课程标准实验版）》和浙江省教育厅颁发的《浙江省普通高中新课程实验英语学科教学指导意见》，并考虑中学教学实际，制定本学科考试内容。
英语学科考试由听力测试和英语卷组成。其中听力测试部分根据《浙江省新课改高考方案》，使用全国英语等级考试（二级）听力试卷，单独安排,满分30分。

英语试卷由第I卷和第II卷两部分组成。第I卷包括第一、二部分，为选择题;第II卷即第三部分，为非选择题。


第一部分：英语知识运用


本部分共分两节，测试考生对英语语法、词汇知识和简单表达形式的掌握情况。（见附录2语法项目表和附录3功能意念项目表）

第一节：20小题，每小题0.5分。每题在一句或几句话中留出空白，要求考生从每题所给的4个选项中选出最佳选项。

第二节：共20题，每小题1分。在一篇200 ( 250个词的短文中留出20个空白，要求考生从每题所给的4个选项中选出最佳选项，使补全后的短文意思通顺、前后连贯、结构完整。
第二部分：阅读理解


本部分共分两节，测试考生的英语阅读能力，要求考生能够读懂书、报、杂志、网络中关于一般性话题的简短文段以及公告、说明、广告等，并能从中获取相关信息。考生应能：
1.理解主旨和要义；

2.理解文中具体信息；

3.根据上下文推断生词的词义；

4.作出判断和推理；

5.理解文章的基本结构；

6.理解作者的意图、观点和态度。


第一节：共20小题，每小题2分。要求考生根据所提供短文的内容，从每题所给的4个选项中选出最佳选项。


第二节：共5小题，每小题2分。要求考生根据所提供的阅读材料，从所给的6个选项（A、B、C、D、E、F）中选出符合各小题要求的最佳选项。选项中有一项是多余选项。
第三部分：写作


本部分共分两节，测试考生的语言知识和书面表达能力，要求考生根据题示完成所规定的任务。
1.清楚、连贯、准确地传递信息、表达意思；

2.有效运用所学语言知识。


第一节：共10小题，每小题1分。本题给出一篇约100个词的短文，要求考生对标有题号的每一行作出判断，如有错将其改正。错误类型包括词法、句法、行文逻辑等。

第二节：满分30分。要求考生根据所给情景，用英语写一篇100 ( 120个词的短文。情景包括目的、对象、时间、地点、内容等；情景的形式有图画、图表、提纲等。

Decisions, decisions! Our lives are full of them, from the small ones to the life-changing. The right to choose is central to everyone. Yet sometimes we make bad decisions that leave us unhappy or full of regret. Can science help?

Most of us know little about the mental processes that lie behind our decisions. Luckily, what psychologists (心理学家) are finding may help us all make better choices. Here are some of their amazing discoveries to help you make up your mind.

Consider your emotions. You might think that emotions are the enemy of decision making, but in fact they’re a part of it. Whenever you make up your mind, your brain’s emotional center is active. University of Southern California scientist, Antonio Damasio, has studied people with damage to only the emotional parts of their brains, and found that they were unable to make basic choices about what to wear or eat. Damasio thinks this may be because our brains store emotional memories of past choices, which we use to help the present decision making.

However, making choices under the influence of an emotion can greatly affect the result. Take anger, for example. A study by Nitika Garg of the University of Mississippi and other scientists found the angry shoppers were more likely to choose the first thing they were offered rather than considering other choices. It seems anger can lead us to make quick decisions without much thinking.

All emotions affect our thinking and motivation (动机), so it may be best to avoid making important decisions under their influence. Yet strangely there’s one emotion that seems to help us make good choices. The American researchers found that sad people took time to consider the various choices on offer, and ended up making the best choices. In fact many studies show that people who feel unhappy have the most reasonable view of the world.

On a visit to my home state, I had a chance to drive through Cazenovia, a village on the shores of Lake Cazenovia. It appeared to me as if in a dream. I saw again the lakeshore meadow (草地) that has always remained an unforgettable part of my childhood memory. It was the place of family picnics. 

It was Grandma who had made it a rule to have the annual outing. She had made known her wish that the family should meet each summer when travel was easier and eat together in the open air. It was her pleasure to have all her children, and their children, gather in the meadow, and spend the day eating, singing, playing, chatting, making jokes … 

After so many years, I can still see her in my mind, a large figure, dressed in black although it was summer, seated under the shade of a large tree. The others spread around her, sitting on blankets on the grass. Despite the joy, the family picnic was also a time of puzzlement for me. Who was this stranger in black with whom I could not speak?

What I knew of my grandmother, I heard from my mother: she believed in good food on the table. She knew you are what you eat and she loved America for the great variety of foods it provided to people like her, who, back in her home country, had been used to a simple life, with so little food.

We were about fifty kin (家族成员) gathered in that meadow, living proof (证据) of the family progress. Grandma’s sons and daughters all offered her their services, goods and children. And yet, despite the good times and good food and the happy chatting people, I still felt a sense of strangeness. In my eyes, she might as well have been from Mars (火星). I never remember hearing our own mother speak to her mother, although she must have. Americans are walking much less than they used to. The number of trips people take on foot has dropped by 42 percent in the last 20 years, according to the Nationwide Personal Transportation Survey. Walking has dropped from 9.3 percent of all trips to just 5.4 percent. Yet more than one quarter of all trips are still one mile or less, and at least 123 million car trips made each day in the United States are short enough to be made on foot.

Much of the drop in walking is due to the present community design. It is not safe or convenient to travel on foot. Residential (住宅的) areas with wide streets but no sidewalks have been built with high-speed car travel in mind. The nearest store, school, or workplace is often far away, beyond a quarter to half a mile, a distance most convenient for foot travel. Workplaces often lie in office parks that can be reached only by car.

Studies show that communities that mix housing, workplaces, and shopping are places where people take more trips on foot. But such “traditional” neighborhoods are often in the older part of town. One recent study of Seattle neighborhoods found that the newer the development, the less likely it is that residents will walk or bicycle.

The influence of community design on the decision of whether or not to walk is made clear by looking at the number of children who walk to school. New schools may be placed on the edge of communities, and wide, busy main streets prevent children from biking or walking to school. Many communities experience traffic jams around schools as parents deliver children to the door. Women with school-aged children now make more car trips each day than any other population group, and on average spend more than an hour a day in the car.
