Step 1:Guessing game (boys pk girls)
Rules: Anyone who can guess it just stand up and speak it out. If you are right , you will get one point. But if the answer is wrong , you will lose one point.

1. Where do pandas live?
They live in Wolong Nature Reserve, Sichuan Province.

2. Where do South China tiger live?

They live in Baishanzu National Natural Protection Zone, Zhejiang Province.
3. Which animal has been most successfully protected?
Milu deer. Because the number rose from none to more than 2,500.

4. Which animal needs the most protection now?

South China tiger. Because it is still seriously endangered.

Step 4: why are they endangered?

1. They have disappeared because they are hunted or killed by people.
2. The habitats where they lived were destroyed and they had not enough food to eat.

3. The weather has changed and the animals can’t adapt (适应) themselves to the new environment….
